“92 at the Zoo” Summer Promotion  

at the Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens  

July 5 through August 31, 2011   
July 5, 2011– Jacksonville, FL - Jacksonville – The Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens announces its 

2011 summer promotion, 92 at the Zoo. From July 5 through August 31, 2011, when the temperature 

is predicted to be higher than 92 degrees, guests can get half-off admission with a coupon from 

jacksonvillezoo.org. If two of the three local weather authorities predict the weather to be a high of 92 

degrees or higher, a coupon will be posted on the Zoo’s website.  This determination will be made at 

4 p.m. on the day prior for Tuesday through Saturday coupons and on the Friday prior for Sunday 

through Monday coupons during the promotion. Coupon is required and discount cannot be combined 

with any other offer. Each coupon is good for up to four individuals. One coupon is permitted per 

transaction.   

For more than 96 years, the Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens has been dedicated to inspiring discovery 

and appreciation of wildlife through innovative experience in a caring environment.  Since its 

beginning in 1914, with an animal collection that consisted of only one red deer fawn, the Jacksonville 

Zoo and Gardens has become one of the top zoos in the nation.  It now features more than 1,800 

rare and exotic animals and over 1,000 unique plant species. Preservation of sustainable biodiversity 

is a key mission of the Zoo.  The Zoo is a non-profit organization and an accredited member of the 

Association of Zoos and Aquariums and the World Association of Zoos and Aquariums.  It is open 

year-round, seven-days-a-week, from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and is located on Jacksonville’s north 

side at 370 Zoo Parkway, one-half mile east from I-95.  For more information, go to 

jacksonvillezoo.org.

Glenn Ellison, Jacksonville native and former professional football player made a tremendous 
impact at the July meeting of the NSBL by conveying a Passionate and Moving presentation on 
Camp Consequence!  

For eleven years Mr. Ellison waited on God to allow his dream of saving families and children to 
come true. At 6’7” and 320 pounds one would think he could get anything done ASAP. However in 
the grand plan of God, God’s timing is always best he said. In fact, “waiting on God will wear you 
out” when you are determined to see something so near and dear to your heart.  

Of the many things he shared, some that impressed this writer were: 1. You must be tough to 
work with tough kids! 2, Kids have no fear. 3. 700 million dollars are spent on jails, but none spent 
on helping families prior to crime.  

The highlight of Mr. Ellison’s dream came true when they moved to the Montgomery Prison Farm 
on adjacent land made available by the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office and the City of Jacksonville.  

Camp Consequence today has 17 boys and most of the parents are involved as well. Just helping 
problem children doesn’t fix the problem as whole families need fixing! At camp Consequence the 
parents MUST go with their kids so that the home environment can change as well.  

Mr. Ellison believes that a hard work ethic and concentration on consequences of bad decisions 
must be instilled in each child. He beamed with the statistics that support his philosophy. Of the 
4000 kids that have gone through the Camp, only 10 have been incarcerated!  

Empowering Parents and Camp Consequence are making a difference in North Jax and all over 
the city! Thanks you Glenn Ellison for your vision and passion!  

In the future, it is the hope that NSBL can play a larger role in supporting Mr. Ellison and his 
dream, but more importantly, making a difference in kids lives!
