December 2010 
December marks the end of one year and brings new hopes, dreams, celebrations, and desires for 
the New Year that’s right around the corner.

One thing is clear: if God felt it was important for us to know the exact date of the Savior’s birth, He 
certainly would have told us in His Word. The Gospel of Luke gives very specific details about the 
event, even down to what the baby was wearing – “swaddling clothes”—and where he slept—“in a 
manger” (Luke 2:12). These details are important because they speak of His nature and character, 
meek and lowly.  

 
The fact is that He was born, that He came into the world to atone for our sins, that He was 
resurrected to eternal life, and that He’s alive today. This is what we should celebrate, as we are told 
in the Old Testament in such passages as Zechariah 2:10: “'Shout and be glad, O Daughter of Zion. 
For I am coming, and I will live among you,' declares the LORD.” Further, the angel that announced 
the birth to the shepherds brought “good news of great joy that will be for all the people” (Luke 2:10). 
Surely here is the cause for celebration every day, not just once a year.

I would like to ask 
you to help me show appreciate to our military people who are serving in Afghanistan and other 
overseas location by sending a care package to them. 
 
There are special US Postal Service Flat Rate Priority Boxes we can use.  The cost is $12.50 to ship.  
The steps to accomplish shipping are as follows: 
 

1. Fill the box with items, personal items toothbrush, razor, soap, toothpaste, toothbrush, 
mouthwash/dental floss, nail files, nail clippers/tweezers.  Toilet paper, shampoo, Avon Lotion 
skin-so-soft, Eye drops (moisturizing), and saline mist nose spray, travel size Kleenex, 
deodorant, combs, brushes, baby wipes, writing paper, envelopes, black ink pens and 
mechanical pencils, lip balm, sunscreen, bug repellent spray 
Bath towel/wash cloth (dark colors)  
Sewing kit/Sunglasses/Small flashlight 
AT&T Prepaid Global Calling Cards 
Ziploc Bags

2. Seal the box securely 
3. Place your mailing address in the From area provided on the top of the box 
4. Place the address of a loved one or someone you know that is serving overseas in the”TO” 

area provided. 
5. Complete the sign custom form. 
6. Take the box and customs form to a Post Office and Mail.  Postage is $12.50 to any APO/FPO 

address and $14.50 to all other addresses. 
 
DO NOT SEND pork or pork products, alcohol, explosives including fireworks, offensive or obscene 
materials, including photos, drawing or any other material which might offend others. 
 
Use plastic bags with zip-style closures for everything.  They keep out sand and rain.  These are 
resourceful and they use them for all sorts of things.  Quart size are great to keep their wallets and 
personal photos with them, in one of their many pockets, and they stay dry.   
 
If you do not have someone to send the package to, ask a neighbor or business that may have 
someone they know who is serving OUR COUNTRY.  Thank you for considering this project.  Make 
sure to put a personal letter about you and your Club.

Ann Dugger, the Executive Director of the Justice Coalition spoke to a capacity crowd at the 
November Meeting of the NSBL.  

Mrs. Dugger following the “Officer of the Quarter” award presented a passionately worded program. 
Beginning with the story of the origins of the Justice Coalition by the late Ted Hires in 1995 until the 
latest statistics and future plans, Mrs. Dugger engaged the audience with enthusiasm and insight.  

Pointing out the phrase: “Cannot get away with this” Mr. Hires began a personal quest to determine 
and implement “rights for the victims” of criminal acts. Mr. Hires himself a victim of robbery decided to 
take on this personal mission as he felt there were no avenues of help for others like himself.  

Today the Justice Coalition has help in the arrests of over 1800 criminals and aided in the location of 
165 missing persons.  This has made a tremendous impact upon all the victims of Duval County and 
surrounding areas.  

She added that that there are different ways to support the ongoing efforts of the Coalition and just a 
phone call to their office will certainly direct anyone to any one of those areas.
