Member News

First Coast High School Meeting

"Swimming Pool"
February 11, 2010

First Coast High School hosted a meeting to discuss the building of the swimming pool, which has been in
the mill since 2000. During the Warren Alvarez tenure on the City Council District 11, money was allocated
to build a swimming pool at First Coast High. Most of the money came from JIA incentive money to build
or support items, which would enhance the area around Jacksonville International Airport. The amount set
aside is more than four million dollars. The city was to be given land by the school board to be used to
build the pool at the First Coast High School.

This pool would be used by FCHS, the public and outside events. It was suggested by Warren Alvarez
and others to allow the YMCA to run the pool and to charge a nominal fee to use the pool. This money
would help defray some of the costs for maintenance. It appeared to be a Win-Win deal for all parties.

On January 14th, Councilman Holt had a meeting , to discuss the development of the New Sheffield Park.
At the same meeting a group of concerned FCHS parents, faculty and students raised questions about the
FCHS pool. At that time Councilman Holt made it clear he was not in favor of the pool and felt the
earmarked money could be better used elsewhere.

The FCHS and Coach Ronald Soder invited Councilman Holt to FCHS and Coach Ronald Soder invited
Councilman Holt to discuss the swimming pool in greater detail at their meeting on February 11th.
Councilman Holt brought legal, finance, construction and engineering personnel to assist in questions that
might be asked. Councilman Holt made opening comments to the 169 people who attended the meeting
and then turned over the meeting to the various people he brought to talk about the pool.



After they spoke he said thank you and turned the floor over to Coach Soder. While proceeding to his seat
he was asked to answer a question. Councilman Holt refused to take questions from the floor, but after
being asked by those there over and over to talk with them, he agreed to talk to them one at a time at the
front of the room if he had to stay till midnight. The questions and answers was filmed by a student and

Shannon’s Spotlight

February 12, 2010

My latest interview was conducted with Tim Petty of Pettyco Express. This was an interesting interview,
and | hope after watching the video, that you will think so too.

Mr. Petty decided he wanted to start his own business in 1988 after working at Benton Express, where his

father was president. At the time, Jacksonville had no courier companies. He bought three Astro Vans on a
credit card, and Pettyco Express was founded! Starting with small packages, it has grown to rush, regular,
and same day packages & freight with 85 drivers.

Pettyco Express delivered a tractor trailer full of balloons for the Jacksonville area “Dreams Come True” for
a child whose last wish was balloons at her funeral. Mr. Petty spoke of how all of the family got a bouquet
of balloons and they released them at the same time. He says they can deliver a tractor trailer of 48,000
pounds.

Mr. Petty works 10 hour days, but he stresses the importance of God & family. He is the head deacon at
his church, and volunteers in his community. Sometimes, he points out, you do not get paid for what you
do, but making a difference is what you will remember fondly. | asked him what he liked best about his
work. He cites that “it is different everyday.” He enjoys problem solving, working with people, and that
“people only remember you for your last delivery.”

His LEAST favorite thing is collecting money. He cautions that if you do not call people who owe money,
you will be the last to be paid.

What does he look for in employees? He wants longevity most of all. Gone are the days (or so it seems)
when people only had one job. Right now, he has 6 people who have been with the company 20 or more
years.

He has had to deal with difficult people from time to time. For instance, someone wanted a package
delivered to New York very quickly. Normally, they can do this in 16 hours; because of the heavy snow and
grounded planes, it was not possible to do. This person did not accept this fact and yelled at Mr. Petty. He
knows that you can’t please everyone, and if this delivery were attempted, this person would have been
even angrier when the package did not arrive within the time frame desired.



What is Mr. Petty’s advice to those considering starting a business? Stay away from banks as much as you
can and try to grow your company with your own money. Stay out of debt. Pay yourself first. Sometimes, it

is not always possible, but if you are unable to pay yourself continuously, the business may not be viable
for you.

PROJECTS ON HOLD WAITING FOR CHANGE IN MARKET CONDI TIONS

At the height of the real estate market, projects that promised to bring high-end swagger to Jacksonville
were announced with great fanfare. Today, some stand half-built, a reminder of a more robust real estate
market. Some are still on the drawing board and others have been abandoned. The following is a partial list
of those projects.

1. The Shipyards

Status: The city of Jacksonville is in the process of foreclosing on the property.

Location: A 40.66 acre site on East Bay Street on the Northbank of the St. Johns River in Downtown.
Developer: LandMar Group LLC

Original plan: This $450 million upscale residential and commercial riverfront project included 662
residential units, 1 million square feet of retail space, 100,000 square feet of office space, a 350-room
hotel, and a host of public and private amenities, including a 150 slip marina and a pier.

First proposed: The Shipyards project has a long and difficult past that actually started with another
developer, TriLegacy Group LLC, that sold the property in 2004 LandMar because it could not fulfill its
development agreement with the city. The LandMar project was expected to start construction in 2007.
Update: LandMar filed for Chapter 22 bankruptcy protection in the Western District of Texas in June 2009.
It was among the 125 affiliates that filed along with its parent company, Charlotte based Crescent
Resources.

Jacksonville Economic Development Commission Executive Director Ron Barton said the city filed a
motion in the bankruptcy court that, unless LandMar or Crescent Resources disputes, will allow the local
foreclosure process to begin. If no disputes are filed, Barton said the city could take ownership of the
property within about 100 days of filing in Duval County.

Once that is complete, Barton said the city will take its time in deciding how the property should be
developed and who should develop it.

“It will be important to rethink what the end use for the property should be,” Barton said.

“The world that we’re going to be in when we come out of this recession is not going to be the same world
we were in before the recession.”

2. Berkman Plaza Il

Status: Involved in an ongoing lawsuit.

Location: 500 East Bay Street

Developer: The Harbor Cos.

Original plan: A 23-story, 222 unit luxury condominium tower that is situated next to a sister condominium
tower and town home units that were completed in 2001.

First proposed: 2006

Update: Construction on the tower abruptly stopped Dec.6, 2007 when the six-story parking garage
collapsed, killing a construction worker and injuring others. After months of investigations, the parking
garage debris was removed, liens were filed against the general contractor and the developer, the
Occupational Safety & Health Administration issued several citations and leveled fines against two of the
subcontractors involved and the family of the man killed in the accident filed suit against the developer.

A representative of the developer did not return an e-mail requesting comment, but a representative from
the city confirmed that the city is waiting for the litigation to be resolved before construction can
recommence. At the time of the garage collapse, construction had been completed up to the 18" story on
the building and the project was expected to be finished in the fourth quarter of 2008.

3. The St John



PROJECTS ON HOLD WAITING FOR CHANGE IN MARKET CONDI TIONS CONT.

Status: On hold indefinitely.

Location: On Prudential Drive, at the base of the Acosta Bridge on the southbank of the St. Johns River.
Developer: Joint partnership between Hines Development Co. and South Shore Group Partners LLC.
Original Plan: a 51 store, 640,000 square-foot all-glass residential building with 300 condominium units.
Preliminary pricing of the units which ranged in size from 780 square feet to 3,800 square feet ranged from
$320,000 to $2.5 million.

First proposed: Construction was first expected to start in December 2006. In October 2007, just months
after announcing that it would seek certification in the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design
(LEED) program from the U.S. Green Building Council, Hines announced it was postponing the project until
the market improved.

Update: Hines Vice President Walt O’Shea said the development partnership owns the property outright.
While Hines would prefer to move forward with the original plan after already spending substantial time and
money on the concept, the company is continuing to monitor the market conditions to determine what will
be developed there and when.

4. 200 Riverside

Status: The project is 80 percent preleased, lender financing is close to being finalized and construction is
expected to start in late summer or early fall.

Location: A 6.5 acre site at 200 Riverside Ave. at the intersection of Riverside Avenue and Forest Street.
Developer: Hallmark Partners Inc.

Original plan: A 110,000 square foot, six store office building with retail space that the developer wanted to
have LEED-certified by the U. S. Green Building Council, a 45,000 square foot office building, 10,000
square feet of retail, a 150 room prototype Marriott Courtyard Hotel, a destination restaurant and public-
private partnership park that includes a 1,000 seat amphitheater and a larger plaza.

First proposed: October 2007

Update: The scope of the project has been updated because of the market conditions, according to
Hallmark Partners Inc. Principal Alex Coley. It now includes three buildings: an 83,000 square foot, four
story office building, a 130 room hotel with 8,500 square feet of ground level retail, and a 15,000 square
foot two store office/retail building. Elkins Construction Inc. and the Marks Gray PA law firm both still plan
to relocate their offices to the new building.

5. East San Marco

Status: On hold indefinitely.

Location: On 5.3 acres at the corner of Hendricks Ave. and Atlantic Boulevard.

Developer: Joint partnership between The St. Joe Co. (NYSE: JOE) and Regency Center Corp. (NYSE:
REG)

Original Plan: The 147 town homes and condominiums would be developed by Jacksonville-based St. Joe
and the estimated 50,000 square feet of retail space anchored by a 30,000 square foot Publix grocery
store would be developed by Jacksonville-based Regency Centers.

First proposed: 2007

Update: Representatives for both Regency Centers and St. Joe said they had nothing new to report about
the project’s status, but Publix Super Markets Inc spokesman Dwaine Stevens said that while the company
no longer has a projection for when the project will begin because it is contingent on pre-selling the
residential units, it does still plan to move forward when the market becomes favorabl.

6. The Cove at St. Johns
Status: Real estate-owned property owned by the Federal Deposit Insurance Co.

Location: A 4.49 acre site on Goodby’s Creed at 3958 Baymeadows Rd. at the intersection of San Jose
Boulevard.

Developer: The Devlin Group

Original plan: A 76 unit luxury condominium project with 13 boat slips. Phase | is partially complete and
includes roofs, electrical systems and plumbing. Phase Il is also partially complete and sits as shell space
with no roofs or interior framing.

First proposed: Permit records on the property date back to 2005

Update: The FDIC, which took ownership of the property after taking over the bank that originally took the
property back from the developer, is now attempting to see the project in an all cash deal for $8.8 million.

7. Esplanade at St. Johns

Status: Unknown

Location: A 30-ace site at the northeast quadrant of International Golf Parkway and Interstate 95 adjacent
to the World Golf Village.

Developer: Ben Carter Properties Inc. and the Devlin Group.

Original plan: Up to 1.3 million square feet with a retail mix of department stores, movie theatres, shops
and restaurants along with 15 outparcels.

First proposed: Construction was expected to be complete in the sum of 2009.

Update: Developers did not return phone calls and e-mails.

8. Lions Gate at World Commerce

Status: Cancelled.

Location: A 100 acre site at the southwest quadrant of International Golf Parkway and Interstate 95 in the
World Commerce Center.

Developer: Steinemann & Co. Real Estate Weingarten Realty Investors (NYSE: TGT).

Original plan: Up to 1 million square feet of retail space in an open-air center that would have added an
estimated 1,500 new jobs and an estimated $400 million in annual revenue.

First proposed: Construction was first proposed to start in early 2008 with a completion date scheduled for
2009.

Update: A representative of Weingarten said the company never actually bought the land and decided not
to move forward with the project.

9. San Sebastian Harbor Resort

Status: Wachovia Bank is in the process of foreclosing on the property.

Location: A roughly 13 acre site on the east side of King Street at U. S. Highway 1 at the entrance to
Historic Downtown St. Augustine.

Developer: The Devlin Group

Original plan: A 225 room Westin hotel, upscale residential condominiums called The Residences at the
Westin St. Augustine, a luxury spa, high-end retail and a 65 slip marina with boardwalk promenade.
First proposed: The project was announced in 2006 and was expected to be complete by fall 2010.
Update: The bank started the foreclosure process in 2008. According to the developer’'s agreement with
the city, construction was to start in 2007. The city of St. Augustine recently granted the bank’s request to
extend the completion date of the project from August 2012 to August 2014. Bank officials have told city
officials they expect a project at that site to resume with three years.

City Planning and Building Department Director Mark Knight said he still gets phone calls from the real
estate agents representing prospective clients interested in buying the property.

“It shows that there’s interest in it and that once it gets out of the legal process, it could start moving
forward again quickly,” he said.
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BUSINESSES BRACED FOR MAYPORT DROPOFF

Businesses dependent on Naval Station Mayport face a grueling time in the years before a nuclear-
powered aircraft carrier arrives to deliver a much anticipated economic boost.

It's feared that the base will lose more than half of its ships, which will mean the loss of roughly $40 million
worth of annual repair contracts and about 2,400 sailors by late 2016, said Ed Froehlich, executive director
of the Jacksonville Area Ship Repair Association.

Several ship repair executives don’t expect the new carrier to arrive by that time despite the Quadrennial
Defense Review’s 2014-2015 goal, and some estimate its arrival could be as late as 2020. When it comes
is dependent on how fast Florida congressional legislators can get federal funding, and their Virginian
counterparts have pledged to do everything they can to prevent such funding. The cost of basing a nuclear
carrier at Mayport is estimated at about $500 million.

Although the U.S Navy has only announced the decommissioning of seven guided-missle frigates, the
remaining six frigates are headed toward the same fate, said Froehlich, Mayport commander from 1984 to
1987. The concern isn't just that the ship repair industry won't last until the nuclear-powered aircraft carrier
arrives, but the carrier won’'t make up for the lost work.

“We’'re looking at some ugly years before the carrier comes,” Froehlich said. “It's going to affect schools,
housing, retail and industry.”

US Rep Ander Crenshaw, R-Fla., said the timeline of decommissioning the frigates could be extended and
the nuclear-powered aircraft carrier could arrive as soon as 2013. Fellow legislator U.S. Rep. Gene Taylor,
D-Miss., threatened earlier this month to block the decommissioning, but that hasn’t stopped companies
such as North Florida Shipyards, Inc from seeing frigate contract work turn from long-term repairs to short-
term fixes.

Although the base could not attract other, smaller ships, the Navy hasn’t unveiled any plans, Crenshaw
said. The Navy aims to build its fleet size from 283 ships to 310 ships, so it might see the benefit of
keeping its frigates in service.

There is hope that the Navy will bring some of its new littoral combat ships to Mayport, but production has
been held up and the first 10 are headed to San Diego, said Bob Buehn, chief of the city of Jacksonville’s
military affairs, veterans and disabled services division.

The carrier will add about 3,250 Navy personnel with a direct impact of $260 million. The total annual
economic impact is estimated to be $400 million with the creation of about 4,600 jobs, according to the
Navy’s 2008 environmental impact statement.

It could take until 2019 to make the base ready for the carrier, said Steven Swain, QED Systems Inc.
Southeast area manager. Road improvements, bew building and pier improvements are expected to cost
about $500 million. About $46.3 million has been received for dredging the base’s basin to allow a carrier
better access, and $2 million worth of planning and design work is in President Barack Obama’s yet to be
approved fiscal 201l Budget.

Swain said his company will have to focus its efforts on the remaining guided missile cruisers and four
guided-missile destroyers in 2016. About 1,200 Navy personnel are attached to the cruisers and
destroyers, said Naval Station Mayport spokesman Bill Austin.

“The carrier will replace some of the lost workload, but when the carrier departs (for up to eight months at a
time), your workload sails away,” Swain said.

Swain wants Mayport to get an amphibious-ready group. Such a group consists of three ships and 1,900
sailors. All the repair work could be done in Mayport, instead of having to go to Newport News, Va., for
nuclear-sensitive repairs as the carrier will have to.

“But that’s like asking Norfolk people to give up their firstborn,” Swain said.

North Florida Shipyards has already begun preparing for the frigate phaseout by increasing its downtown
operations and seeking to build ships to replace the U. S. Coast Guard’s aging fleet, said Robert Wilson,
the company’s vice president and chief financial officer.

The company, which receives about a third of its $30 million annual revenue from Navy work, received
$7.5 million in federal stimulus funding to buy a travel lift that will allow it to work on more than one ship at
a time at its shipyard on the Northbank of the St. Johns River next to the Hart Bridge.



BUSINESSES BRACED FOR MAYPORT DROPOFF

Mike Whalen, owner of Speciality Marine & Industrial Supplies Inc., said his business has steadily declined
since the carrier USS John F. Kennedy was decommissioned in 2007. The coming years will test not only
his eight-employee business but also other area stores.

“I won't be here when the carrier comes,” Whalen said. “I'm telling my employees to look for a job while
they've still got one.”

A block away from his store on Mayport Road, Kelly Erhayel said it's “a challenge every day” to keep her
Mayport Diner going. The 28-unit storefront and warehouse space she owns is a little less than half full.
Her thoughts on whether her business will be around when the carrier comes are like those of many area
stores. “It's going to be a close call,” she said.
