Rare Female Bonobo Born at Jacksonville Zoo
Mother is Oldest Bonobo to Give Birth in North Amer ica

April 26, 2011 — Jacksonville , FL — Officials at Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens announced the birth of
a rare female bonobo in the Zoo’s Great Apes night house the morning of April 19, 2011. Lorel, the
newborn’s mother and the matriarch of the bonobo group, was born April 17, 1969, at the San Diego
Zoo and first came to the Jacksonville Zoo from the Yerkes National Primate Research Center in
Atlanta in 1998. At the age of 42, she is the oldest bonobo to give birth to a viable offspring in North
America and the third oldest living bonobo in the nation. DNA paternity testing with hair samples will
be used to certify the identity of the youngster’s father. Mother and infant are doing very well and will
rotate on exhibit opposite other groups as needed. The newborn’s name, Baker, was selected by
Sarah and Brooks Watkins. The couple, which won the auction at the Zoo’s popular fundraiser,
ExZOOberation, outbid all others to help support ape care. They named the bonobo after their son.

Bonobos were the last of the great apes, which also includes gorillas, chimpanzees, and orangutans,
to be scientifically described, around 1929. They are among the most threatened primate species,
with as few as 20,000 surviving in a single dwindling region of the Democratic Republic of Congo in
Africa . There are only about 290 living in less than 20 zoos worldwide.

“Baker is a wonderful addition to the Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens’ family and a valuable asset to
the conservation of the species,” said Deputy Director of Conservation and Education Dan Maloney.
“Bonobos are very special creatures, highly intelligent, highly endangered and thoroughly engaging.
We are very proud to be one of the few zoos to feature this amazing animal.”



For more than 96 years, the Jacksonville Zoo and Gardens has been dedicated to inspiring discovery
and appreciation of wildlife through innovative experience in a caring environment. Since its
beginning in 1914, with an animal collection that consisted of only one red deer fawn, the Jacksonville
Zoo and Gardens has become one of the top zoos in the nation. It now features more than 1,800
rare and exotic animals and over 1,000 unique plant species. Preservation of sustainable biodiversity
is a key mission of the Zoo. The Zoo is a non-profit organization and an accredited member of the
Association of Zoos and Aquariums and the World Association of Zoos and Aquariums. It is open
year-round, seven-days-a-week, from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and is located on Jacksonville ’s north
side at 370 Zoo Parkway, one-half mile east from 1-95. For more information, go to
jacksonvillezoo.org.

Mrs. Spicer representing “The Guardian Catholic Schools” gave an interesting and informative
program and overview of the Guardian program to an enthusiastic gathering. The emphasis was
directed to all in attendance who care about the education of children. One would hope that everyone
who heard her presentation had a special understanding of the great need of providing a quality
education for underprivileged children. The Guardian program started in 1995 and is providing
advocacy, resources and governance to St. Pius V and Holy Rosary Catholic Churches.

Of course these are private schools with no affiliation with the Duval County School system. However
these students must go on to finish High School in the public school system.

Some of her points of pride were:
More than 94% of their students graduate from high school.
An average of 380 students from Jacksonville’s neighborhoods attend the Guardian Schools
Class sizes range from 15 in Pre-K to a maximum of 20 for other grade levels.
More than 85% of the students come from other religious denomination

Mrs. Spicer referred to “God” very often in her remarks and pointed out that daily prayer is practiced!
This author finds that it is strange that Bibles, prayer and other religious activity is not allowed in the
public school system, but requested in the local and state penal system! Have the Guardians system
of education actually gone backwards in order to improve the future? And if so, does a 94%
graduation rate make a real statement? While this noteworthy point is being made, discipline is also
included. You just don’t want to square off against a Catholic Nun!



We at NSBL have had noteworthy speakers this year but none as sincere and passionate about
improving the standards of living by providing a great education as was presented by Mrs. Paul
Spicer, yes Shariffa Spicer is married to the retired Jacksonville Jaguar, and she does not need him
to promote her cause, SHE IS GREAT ALL BY HERSELF!

A few weeks prior, | approached Paul about the possibility of doing an interview with him. When he
called back a few days later, he had the idea of filming us in a race car together. While that seemed
ok, | was made to understand that the car would be moving...very fast. So, I, and my son, went to
Gainesville so that | could ride in a car very fast, and possibly endanger my life. Tony stored John
Hancock on speed dial, and off we went.

The track was very exciting. There were race cars everywhere of all types. In the stands, | observed
many race cars that my neighbors used to have when | was a child. In other words, they were mostly
from the 1960's and 1970's. The first car Paul ever restored and raced was a 1955 Chevy. He still
owns this car. | felt safe in the stands, but | was to learn how it felt to have your whole life pass before
you soon enough. But first, let me give you a little information about Paul Forte & Turbo Action...

Paul worked at Southern Bell after graduating college. One day, a friend asked him to build a
transmission for him. After finally agreeing to do it, the friend set a national record. Then, another
person asked him to build a transmission, and another, and another...

In 1970, Paul decided to found Turbo Action. At first, he was working out of the home he shared with
his wife, Hallie. They planned to use a cubicle that a friend was going to let him rent out, but things
had picked up so much by then, that they knew they needed a bigger place. He continued working
out of his home. Up until 1971, he had resisted quitting his job at the phone company. When he did,
both he and Hallie were confident that Turbo Action would be successful. Turbo Action is now located
on Owens Road near the Airport. They have continued to grow, and Paul contends there would be no
Turbo Action without Hallie.

Back at the racetrack...| was to sit in the passenger seat. | was strapped in so that | could not move.
Paul handed me a helmet to put on, which | did. | was a little nervous, as | was when | flew in a plane
for the first time. My son asked me if there was anything | wanted him to tell Dad & Grandma. | felt as
if he was waiting for me to say my last words. That is when | started to have second thoughts,
although looking back, I believe he was innocently calling them on the phone to tell them of our
adventure.

We went in a straight line down the track an 1/8 of a mile (660 feet). | am told we went 96.24 mph in
6.99 seconds. Would I do it again? ...maybe.
