“You should have felt safe at the monthly meeting of the NSBL with the Officer of the Quarter being 
honored and Asst. Chief T.C. Daniels of Zone 6 presenting the program!”  The Law Enforcement 
program was not really planned as such but was a memorable experience as Chief Davis expounded 
on the concept CPTED.  

CPTED the acronym used for Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design really is an old 
concept coming from the days of “downtown shopping” even though we didn’t consider back in the 
good old days that in many ways it was a lot safer that many alternate ways we consider more 
comfortable now, such as the “Mall Experience”.  

Chief Davis explained that the concept has been widely used and gave examples such as the River 
City Mall and the Towne Center on the Southside. The concept employs high visibility of business 
and patrons, using the “three D’s”: Designation, Definition and Design. In other words, making the 
patron feel safe and also the business owner/operaters feel more secure.  

While the CPTED program is so much more than this writer has the space and time to elaborate on 
anyone can find out all the details and even have the entire program explained and help in 
implementation FREE by calling the city of Jacksonville:  630-2160!
